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For many years a steady flow of non-Chinese companies has entered the Chinese market, with varying 
degrees of success. 

But with the growth of the Chinese economy, Chinese companies have become increasingly interested in 
investing abroad. More than half of the companies participating in a major recent survey stated that they ex-
pected a significant increase in foreign investment during the com¬ing two years. Although South-East Asia 
is still an important destination for outward invest¬ments, other markets, such as Australia, Canada, the US 
and Europe, are attracting even larger interest.
