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Introduction

All these issues will be considered with input from the North
Sea area countries, namely the UK, Belgium, the Netherlands
and Germany. Although the input is mostly from these countries,
the issues will be relevant in many other countries too. We are
delighted to invite you to the North Sea Festival Seminar. The
Hilton Hotel in the centre of Antwerp is an ideal location for the
Conference.
