These statistics manifest themselves in the fact that Ireland
is the European headquarters for many North American multi-
nationals and is truly a country that seeks to link Boston and
Berlin.

Ireland’s economic development has resulted in the
massive development of Dublin city. The low rise skyline
is dotted with tower cranes and the city offers a first class
contemporary European experience alongside its traditional
charm.
